LKLP Public Transportation Programs


· Section 5311 - Rural and Non-urbanized Rural Public Transportation Program: The goals of the program are: to enhance the access of people in non-urbanized areas, especially elderly persons, persons with disabilities, and economically disadvantaged persons, to health care, shopping, education, employment, public services and recreation; to assist in the maintenance, development, improvement, and use of public transportation systems in rural and small urban areas.
· Section 5310 - The Elderly and Persons with Disabilities Program: The Elderly and Persons with Disabilities Formula Program is authorized by 49 U.S.C. § 5310. The program makes funds available to private, nonprofit organizations and associations and designated public entities for the purchase of capital equipment for use in transporting the elderly and persons with disabilities, where existing services are unavailable, insufficient, or inappropriate. Eligible capital items include buses, vans, vehicle rehabilitation, initial installation costs, vehicle procurement, testing, inspection, and acceptance costs, preventive maintenance, bus shelters, radio equipment, wheelchair lifts, lease of equipment when lease is more effective, and acquisition of transportation services under a contract, lease or other agreement. The Section 5310 program is designed to supplement FTA's other capital assistance programs by funding transportation projects for the elderly and persons with disabilities in all areas--urbanized, small urban, and rural.
· Section 5316 Job Access and Reverse Commute Program (JARC) JARC: is a program under the Federal Transit Administration of the US Department of Transportation. The purpose of the JARC grant program is to assist states and localities in developing new or expanded transportation services that connect welfare recipients and other low-income persons to jobs and other employment related services. Job Access projects are targeted at developing new or expanded transportation services such as shuttles, vanpools, new bus routes, connector services to mass transit, and guaranteed ride home programs for welfare recipients and low income persons. Reverse Commute projects provide transportation services to suburban employment centers from urban, rural and other suburban locations for all populations.
· Section 5317 New Freedom Program: The purpose of the New Freedom grant program is to encourage services and facility improvements to address the transportation needs of persons with disabilities that go beyond those required by the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).  
· Seniors on the go “SoGo”: SoGo is a Demonstration Grant LKLP received from the National Seniors for Transportation, a partnership of Easter Seals and the National Association of Area Agencies on Aging, supported with funding from the U.S Department of Transportation, federal Transit Administration and guidance from the U.S. Administration on Aging.  LKLP was one of eight grants chosen to be funded from across the United States from 46 states and over 300 applications to create an innovative program to better serve senior citizens.  The Project purpose is expected to decrease the dependence on driving of many older adults living in this rural, isolated community and result in increased usage of transportation services.  
LKLP will work with area aging organizations to increase access and awareness of Public transportation, Add expanded transportation hours for social and recreational trips, and offer training classes especially designed for senior drivers.
